Attendance at lectures and seminars
Students may attend lectures, which is strongly recommended. To practice the knowledge and skills acquired, students attend seminars. The attendance at seminars is required.

Credit

Before a student is admitted to an exam, he or she must receive an assessment of credit (zápočet). The result is either received (započteno) or not received (nezapočteno). To receive an assessment of credit from the teacher in seminars must have a satisfactory attendance, be well prepared for practical exercises in seminars, which may be checked by the teacher and achieve good results (marked better than F (failed)) in tests written during the semester. The first test is usually written in week 7 and the second test is usually written in week 12.
Exam

The examiner (the teacher giving the lectures) must inform the students well ahead (not later than at the last lecture given) on the basic rules of the exam and the way the results are assessed.

Written part
A student has 120 minutes to solve 5 problems.
Oral part

After a student has written the test, the examiner together with the student goes through the problems solved by the student. The examiner may ask questions and assess answers to questions fully at his or her discretion.

Problem 1: 2 points
Problems 2 - 4: 5 points each
Problem 5: 3 points
Thus a student may receive up to 20 points.
